There are many reasons why people leave their 
homes, sometimes at a moment’s notice and often with only a few 
items that they can carry with them, and flee to other places for safety, 
security, and hope for a better future. The funds raised through the 
Bishop’s Appeal will go to organizations providing immediate needs like 
hygiene kits, temporary shelter and food, and longer-term needs like 
employment, housing, medical care, and legal assistance. The 
Northern IL Conference will partner with groups such as Justice for Our 
Neighbors, World Relief, Refugee One, Illinois Coalition for Immigrant 
and Refugee Rights (ICIRR), and local NIC Churches.
